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Window Moulds:

I am currently sorting out the 200 + chrome P76 moulds that I have and two things have stood out

The RH & LH vertical rear windscreen moulds have the same part number HYC5674-5 but the parts book list them as RH HYC5674 & the LH as HYC5675

The vertical rear window moulds are two different lengths which may explain why I have had considerable trouble with the green car having one that is too short.

Most that I have are 407mm long and others are 426mm long
