Engine

assembled by Trevor Seaman (Trevs Trumps). Rover 3.9 inlet manifold and fuel

injection with coil pack ignition through stock dizzy with modified Commodore

electronic ignition. Compression only 9.5:1 so it can run on US pump gas. Custom

extractors with twin crossover exhaust. Haltech computer and dash. Dyno tuned by

Stewart Wilkins of SSS Automotive. Alloy radiator. Murray Coote suspension. 4

wheel disc brakes with Falcon 3.45 BW rear end. T5 gearbox. Race fuel cell in

boot. Fibreglass bonnet and boot. Could not stop wheelspin in dyno so exact

figures not available but is in excess of 300hp and over 400 ftlbs torque.

Engine is way over engineered for a 5500rpm limit but can be punished all day,

every day from one side of America to the other.
